EcoReality CoÐop

We are in the process of developing 
an ecovillage in the South Gulf 
Islands of British Columbia, 
Canada. The ecovillage will be a 
model of sustainable land use and 
will feature public outreach and 
education as included goals.

Our 37 acre site adjoins a 63 acre 
community farm and is backed by 
hundreds of acres of wild public 
parkland — to the highest peak on 
the island, down to the sea, and 
back to the second–highest peak. 
The combined site features cleared 
farmland, two streams, two ponds, 
and an extensive irrigation system. 
Two houses provide nearly 4,200 
sqft of living/working space.

EcoReality is in the Southern Gulf Islands of 
British Columbia, north of Victoria, BC. Three 
ferry terminals provide regular service from 
Vancouver, Victoria, and Vancouver Island. 
Detailed directions are on our website.

We are currently seeking investor–members 
who can contribute about half the value of a 
typical North American suburban house to their 
future in this project, as well as others of 
exceptional skills with less financial resource.

Permaculture, 
non-violent 
communication, 
and more.

We are also an active part of the greater 
Salt Spring Island community, an 
eclectic group of progressive and civic–
minded people, brought closer together 
through island living.

Salt Spring has a vibrant cultural and 
civic scene, with a regionally renowned 

Saturday artists’ 
market in the 
summer, Tuesday 
farmers’ market, an 
art center and 
theatre group (often 
featuring big–city 
talent who have 
moved to Salt 
Spring), live music, many environmental 
and advocacy groups, and much more.

Salt Spring is 
no “Gilligan's 
Island,” with 
schools, police, 
hospital, public 
transportation, 
and all the 
usual amenities 

you’d expect in a community of 10,000.

We have co–op meetings once a month. 
All co–op business is open to the general 
public, but we do ask that you let us 
know you’re coming to a meeting.
